In July 2020, the Turkish
Council of State and President Erdogan reclassified it as a mosque.

- Basilica Cistern
P This is the largest of several hundred ancient cisterns that lie
beneath the city of Istanbul.

- Grand Bazaar

P> One of the world’s most famous shopping destinations and, at
30,700 square meters, the world’s biggest enclosed bazaar, where we
can shop and bargain to your heart's content.

Suggestions: We suggest taking an evening dinner, dance, and show
cruise on the Bosphorus.

P> These cities are carved from soft volcanic stones that are
connected with each other by narrow tunnels. There are more than 200
underground cities in the Cappadocia region.
